Explanations of Services:
· Validation: Process of independent evaluation of a project activity against the requirements of the Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) on the basis of the Project Design Document (PDD)
· Determination: Term for Validation in case of Joint Implementation (JI) projects
· Initial Verification: 
· Process verifying that the project is implemented as planned, confirming that the monitoring system is in place and fully functional, and assuring that the project is ready to generate verifiable emission reductions
· Separate verification prior to the project entering into regular operations
· can be used to count VERs before the starting of crediting period
· not mandatory
· Periodic Verification: Process verifying that actual monitoring systems and procedures are in compliance with the monitoring systems and procedures described in the monitoring plan, evaluating the GHG emission reduction data
· First Periodic Verification : 1st mandatory step/verification of  the Periodic Verifications in case the “Initial Verification” has been ordered, gives the first Final Verification Report
· Initial & First Periodic Verification: Order is mandatory for Periodic Verifications if the “Initial Verification” has not been ordered
· VER+: In addition to the project-based mechanisms of the Kyoto Protocol (JI and CDM) a market for so-called VER (Verified Emissions Reduction) projects is currently emerging. These projects are realised in line with the rules applicable to CDM or JI projects, but are not registered with the UN – either for cost or time reasons. 

Such projects may also form part of a climate change programme aimed at ensuring carbon offset and neutrality for conferences and sports events. 

The certificates generated are expected to be compatible with other emissions trading schemes outside the Kyoto Protocol.

· Gold Standard (GS): First independent standard for premium CDM and JI projects which is governed by the following principles:

· Project eligibility is restricted to renewable energies and energy-efficiency projects because of their inherently low environmental risks.

· A detailed „additionality test“ ensures that credits are only awarded to genuine emissions reductions that would not have happened without CDM.

· Detailed verification of environmental compatibility and social impacts. 
· WCD: World Commission on Dams compliance audit (in case of hydro-electric energy projects above 20 MW)
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
